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2008 General Rules

Only two different drivers per tractor per class. This includes a %.lest puller.
Any age driver may compete if they can demonstrate the ability to
operate the tractor unassisted. A parent or spotter may walk beside the
child in any class provided they do not interfere with the pull.

3. No alcoholic beve,raﬁfs are permitted on the track at any time. No
one participating in the event, including but not limited to the _ﬂa&
person, sled operator, or puller shall continue to participate if, in the
opinion of any official determines such person to be impaired. _

4. You m%y not enter a class that has already started. No refund will be

iven if a participant is unable to pull, ess there is a mechanical
reakdown and that person has not hooked to the sled. Sign ups for all

classes should be finished before the end of the second class. .

Pullers must come to the line-up area in ample time (10 min.) prior to

their pull, and must pull as soon as it is their turn. If a tractor or driver

is not present or able to hook to the sled within 3 minutes, their pull is

terminated. .

6. No nylon clothing allowed. . . .

7. One hand must remain on the steering wheel at all times while the
sled is in motion. ' .

8. Drivers must stay seated on the seat and not the backrest while the
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sled is in motion. All seats must have a minimum 3-inch backrest.

. A kill switch that disables the engine and can be hooked to the sled
must be on all tractors. L

0. Any commercially groduced engine is allowed. .

1. Stock frames must be used and may be modified for engine
replacement, wheelie bars, hitch mounting, exhaust pipe, tires and
weight brackets. Engine can be moved a maximum of 2 inches from
original location. Stock length must be maintained with a 48-inch
maximum wheel base. )

12. All tractors must have working rear brakes. )

13. Drawbars must be rigid in all directions, and must have a 1-1/2 inch
minimum hole and 13 inch maximum height from the ground.
Hitches are to be measured at the hook point with the driver in the
seat. Drawbars must mount behind the center of the rear axle and
have easy access. No ball hitches. .

14. All classes may run 26:00x12x12 or less, not larger tires. No

s, chains, or recaps allowed. No competition pulling tires
allowed. (Cepek, Pitbull, etc.) X . .
15.Wheelie bars cannot be less than 5 inches behind the rear of the tires
and no higher than 5 inches off the ground, measured to the bottom of
the wheel, and may not move any higher. Pads must be a minimum
of 3 inches square and wheels must be a minimum of 1 inch wide. No
plastic centered wheels may be used. .

16. {.\ll tractors must have rear fenders to keep the driver away from the

ires. :

17. Exhaust must be vertical, with no more than 30 degrees of variance.
18. Ong gasoline or racing fluel with a asge_c;fic gravity of .755 or less will
be allowed in all stock classes. No additives allowed. Stock altered

classes may run gasoline or alcohol.

19. Board of directors must approve custom built tractors prior to pulling.




20.Tractors in each class will be weighted, have the RPM checked, and
have hitch height checked. Then must [ine up in designated area.
.All weights must be safely secured. No rubber cords, string, wire, etc.,
majtf beall used té) secure weight. No loose weight between driver and
seat is allowe

30.Ifa quoggm of the board of directors feels that a tractor has an unfair
advantage it may order a teardown at their discretion. If the tractor is
found to be legal the puller will be given $50.

31.No mterference to the flagman and sled operator will be tolerated at
any time. Problems need to be brought to one of the board of
director's attentlon off the u-ac k. Failure to comply will result in
dlsquahﬁcatlon or the da

32.No weights ma move urmig a pull.

33. An official pull starts when the sled starts to move and ends when
the tractor is unhooked from the sled.

34. No adjustments of any kind can be made to the tractor after the pull

starts.

35. There must be two people at the sign in table at all times.

36.No misconduct will be tolerated at any sanctioned event.
Misconduct will be defined by the Board of Directors and dealt with
on an individual basis.

37. There must be at least 3 hooks to make a class. If there are not 3
hooks, hook fees for that class will be returned and that person(s)
can have an exhibition pull if they wish.
